Nofe: Two downrods are provided in the package, and the blade choice may
require a longer downrod. Since different sizes of blades can be used
and the motors can be angled, the correct downrod depends on

1.) the blades being installed,
2.) the motor angle (which is somewhat dependent on the blades),
3.) and the ceiling height.

Use the 6" downrod only when the ceiling is lower than 10 feet. Only 32" to 36"
blades can be used and the motors must be angled straight down (90 degrees).

Use the 15" downrod on 10 foot ceilings. Large blades can only be mounted on
motors angled at 45 degrees with this downrod.

There is an additional 30" downrod, packaged separately, for when the large blades
are chosen and the motors will be straight out (0 degrees).

2. 2 sets/8pcs of half-moon backplates & blade screws are packed in the motor box.

3. 2 sets/8pcs of plastic Bombay blades are packed in two separate boxes.

4.2 sets/8pcs of wood Large Oval blades are packed in two separate boxes.

5.2 sets/8pcs of wood Arbor blades & blade screws are packed in a separate box.
Forthese thicker blades use the blade screws in that package.
